Directions:

1. Print this template, adjusting size of print-out to match the size of your pumpkin.

2. Tape paper to the pumpkin, and trace the grey/black shapes using either pins, a paper cutter or an exacto blade.
3. Remove paper and make final additions to the trace.

4. Carve out the design - carving the black areas more deeply and the grey areas lightly.
